· To provide informal support to choir members. 

· To provide musical support within the rehearsal room

In addition, we may ask you to help with all-round volunteer tasks including:
· Helping prepare and serve refreshments.
· Doing the washing up. 
· Administrative tasks (register, expenses at gigs).



	Professional:
· Have the ability to get on well with our members, who often have personal difficulties.
· Have a calm and non-judgmental attitude.
· Be a good team player.
· Ask for support or guidance when they need it, from more experienced volunteers as well as staff.
· Follow Health and Safety regulations, Kitchen Hygiene policies, and Confidentiality policies (once explained).
